I left my house pulling my tent trailer about noon, on 
Thursday April 22, headed to our claims in Crooks 
Canyon, to meet Tom Papa and do some dredging on 
Thursday afternoon and Friday, before our Claim 
Test to be held Saturday on a claim below our lower 
claim.

One of the men approached me, saying that 
his motor home did not have enough power to pull 
the first hill out of Turkey Creek.  I asked where he 
had come from and he said they had been camping at 
Crown King since Tuesday and wanted to go to the 
town of Goodwin; asking where was it.  I laughed 
and told him, he just passed it at the creek.  He had 
driven the motor home North on Senator Highway 
from Crown King; not the best road even in a 4 
wheel drive vehicle. They thought it would be like 
Crown King and I hated to tell them, there was 
nothing there to be seen or found. 
 
I backed up a ways to a fairly flat and wide spot in 
the road, disconnected my tent trailer and hooked up 
to him, to pull him up the hill. Needless to say, he 
could then not make it up the next hill or the next, 
headed toward the valley of Pine Flat. I pulled him 
all the way to the crest of the ridge dropping down 
into Pine Flat. I left him, telling him he should call a 
wrecker as he would never pull the hills out of Pine 
Flat on toward Wolf Creek and possibly not the hill 
out of Wolf Creek area. I then headed on to Palace 
Station to meet Tom. 
 
As luck would have it, as I was headed down Crooks 
Canyon and just before the road crosses the creek, I 
came upon a small pickup with camper shell (2WD), 
that had attempted to make a right turn into the small 
flat area where people sometimes camp.  He did not 
turn sharp enough and was high centered on rocks. It 
was a gentleman and his 15 year old son. After 
talking with him, I  proceeded on across the creek, 
found a flat area and again disconnected my tent 

trailer. When I returned he was trying to move rocks 
with a small digging tool.  I told him that would not 
work and I would have to pull him off from an 
angle. Hooked him up with my towing cable and 
finally was able to pull him off the rocks.  They were 
looking for a place to camp for the night. He asked 
about my shirt and I explained our club to him, 
giving him a club application packet.  
 
I proceeded on my way, with them following and 
camping on our claims, not far North of where I met 
Tom, who was already finding gold. For a man who 
is about 74 (or 39 as he claims), Tom sure works 
hard at prospecting. It took me five hours to make 
that 117 mile trip.

The man I pulled out and his son, came down later to 
see what we were doing, helping me for a while and 
then visiting with Tom.  I think that if nothing else, 
we will have a new member from Glendale, in this 
man and his son.   
 
Due to the condition of the road from Turkey Creek/
Goodwin on to Palace Station, it took me 3 hours 
and 15 minutes to make it home to Gilbert. Norm 
Smith who lives in Spring Valley, said it took him 2 
hours to make the trip out.
