MONTHLY PROSPECTING TIPS

For those members who are more successful with
finding gold, it would be appreciated if you would
share a few of your secrets with other members.
Please submit information to Newsletter Chairman
Gary Van Slyke by mail or email at

- - -This is intended for our members who are new

to the pursuit of hunting for the evasive bright yel-
low metal. After you have spent time throwing
sand and rocks into your dry-washer and are going
to pan out your material, you may find that it bene-
ficial to screen your material prior to panning. It is
much easier to pan material that is mostly uniform
in size, rather than trying to pan out 1/4" rocks,
along with fine sand mixed with black sand.

By using a series of 3 to 4 screens from 1/4" mesh,
8 mesh, 12 mesh, down to about 20 mesh, and then
separately panning uniform material, you are less
likely to lose some of the precious metal you have
worked so hard to capture. These screens can be
purchased at most of the prospecting supply busi-
nesses. This is also a labor saving method, while
processing your dredging clean-outs.
